1. Welcome and Introductions – Stacey Carson, Telehealth Council Chair 
 Stacey Carson welcomed everyone. 20 Council Appointees with voting privilege were present.

3. Introduction of Attorney General – Nicole McKay, Deputy Attorney General 
 Nicole McKay is the Lead Deputy for the Office of the Attorney General.  She will be attending future 

Telehealth Council meetings. 
                     

4. Utilizing Telehealth for Pediatric Patients – Paul McPherson MD FAAP, Medical Director, CARES St Luke’s 
Children’s Hospital  

 The Council had asked Dr. McPherson to gather this data last fall. Dr. McPherson pointed out that the 
data is limited in that it comes from St Luke’s Health System and the data is from only SW Idaho.

5. Idaho Telehealth Access Act Update - Stacey Carson, Telehealth Council Chair 
 Representative Rusche decided to RS the draft language that the Council has been working on – his 

thought being to not let the perfect be the enemy of the good.  He was also concerned about other 
potential bills and running out of time in this session.  He believes in the Council’s work and is pleased 
with the progress.  The bill has a hearing on Wednesday the 18th at 9:00 (H&W).  With no formal position 
from the Council on this language there will be come challenges. 

 The exception to section 54-5605 that was discussed during the January 29
th
 conference call (e) unless 

further provided by board rule is not in the bill.  The Idaho Telehealth Access Act is now H0098. Also 
introduced is H0088 which requires a physician to conduct an in-person examination and counseling of a 
pregnant woman prior to prescribing abortion-inducing drugs. 

 The Council must determine their formal position on H098.  There are several options:

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1) The Council could oppose the bill.  
2) The Council could recommend amendments to Representative Ruschefor his consideration.  The 

Council should consider if amendments would significantly impact support from stakeholders.    
3) The Council could take a position of support on the current language and if there are areas the 

Council still wants to explore for improvement, the Council could continue to work together to 
revise areas and propose fixes for the next legislative session.

Idaho Telehealth Access Act DRAFT language 54-5605 

 

Motion: Ken Schaecher moved to support the removal of “whenever possible” and keep the word “and” in 

following language.  (1) If a provider offering telehealth services in his or her practice does not have an 

established provider-patient relationship with a person seeking such services, the provider shall take 

appropriate steps to establish a provider-patient relationship by use of two-way audio and visual 

interaction; provided however, that the applicable Idaho community standard of care must be satisfied.

Roll Call Vote showed motion carried.  

 
 

Stacey described a concern from the Division of Behavioral Health and brought it to the Council for further discussion.  

There are classes of professionals in Idaho who are not licensed under Title 54 but who are certified by the state or a 

national certification association. Examples include certified behavior health providers, drug and alcohol counselors, peer 

specialists, Community Based Rehabilitation Services, etc.  There may need to be proposed amendments to H098 to 

avoid a negative impact to the delivery of behavioral health services in Idaho.  The following amendments were offered to 

assure that the Idaho Telehealth Access Act did not restrict or impact the delivery of behavioral health services in Idaho. 

 

Idaho Telehealth Access Act DRAFT language Sections 54-5603, 54-5604, 54-5605 

 

Motion: Barry Bennett moved to accept the language in Sections 54-5603 and 54-5604 as written.  

Second:  Casey Meza 

 

Substitute Motion: Matt Wimmer moved to amend the following language:  

 

1. Section 54-5603 (4) “Provider” means a person who is required to be licensed pursuant to 

title 54, Idaho code, to deliver health care consistent with his or her license. 

   

The Council asked Ken McClure to provide language for Section 54-5603. 

 

"Provider" means a person who is licensed, required to be licensed, or, if located outside 

of Idaho, would be required to be licensed if located in Idaho, pursuant to title 54, Idaho 

Code, to deliver health care consistent with his or her license.  

2. Section 54-5603 (6) “Telehealth services” means health care services provided by a 

Provider to a person through the use of electronic communications, information technology, 

asynchronous store and forward transfer to synchronous interaction between a provider at a 

distant site and a patient at an originating site. 

 

3. Section 54-5605 (3) Removal of section (3) Nothing in this section shall prohibit or restrict 

certified drug and alcohol counselors or crisis centers from performing authorized services by 

telephone. 
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Barry Bennett agreed to the amendment. 

 

Roll Call Vote showed motion carried.      

 

 
Idaho Telehealth Access Act DRAFT language Section 54-5604  

 

Motion: Casey Meza moved to remove the following sentence: A person must be a provider as defined in section 

54-5603, Idaho Code, to offer telehealth services as part of his or her practice.

Idaho Telehealth Access Act DRAFT Acceptance of the Idaho Telehealth Access Act DRAFT with the agreed upon 

revisions. 

 

Motion:  Marc Chasin moved to accept and take a formal position of support for the Idaho Telehealth Access Act 

language (H098) as revised.

 Tana Cory, representative from the Bureau of Occupational Licenses requested the minutes reflect that 

some boards may disagree with the decision to not include the language (e) unless further provided by 

board rule.
